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705. SAFETY

It is the policy of the School District of Borough of Morrisville to strive for the
highest safety standards. Safety does not occur by chance. It is the result of careful
attention to all organizational activities by those who are directly and indirectly
involved. Employees at all levels must work diligently to execute the district’s
policy of maintaining safety and occupational health.

The Board directs that there shall be developed, published and posted rules for safety
and the prevention of accidents. These rules shall provide for instruction of students
and staff in safety and accident prevention, provide protective devices where they
are required for the safety of students and employees, and provide suitable and safe
equipment where such equipment is necessary for the conduct of the educational
program and the operation of the schools.

The safety program shall be developed to assure compliance with related regulations
and guidelines. It is the obligation of all employees to be knowledgeable of the
standards established by the school district and to implement these rules and
regulations.

The Superintendent shall prepare rules governing school safety and the prevention of
accidents and fire which shall include as a minimum the requirements of law and the
applicable regulations of various departments of state government.
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
